Leader: 	11 Make their nobles like Oreb and Zeeb;
Yea, all their princes like Zebah and Zalmunna;
Response:	12 Who said, Let us take to ourselves in possession
The habitations of God.
Leader: 	13 O my God, make them like the whirling dust;
As stubble before the wind.
Response:	14 As the fire that burneth the forest,
And as the flame that setteth the mountains on fire,
Leader: 	15 So pursue them with Thy tempest,
And terrify them with Thy storm.
Response:	16 Fill their faces with confusion,
That they may seek Thy name, O Jehovah.
Leader: 	17 Let them be put to shame and dismayed for ever;
Yea, let them be confounded and perish;
Response:	18 That they may know that Thou alone, whose name is Jehovah,
Art the Most High over all the earth.
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
